Expressive Arts and Design.


Make sheep with cotton wool as woolly coat. 


Sing songs about farm animals


Colour mixing (red and white to make pink pigs)


Small world farm sets


Create a material farm using junk modelling


Re-inact a familiar farm story. 


Vet/pet shop role play


Draw pictures of our pets


Design a pet with a home, toys and decide on a name for the pet. 








Mathematical Development.


Group animals by different criteria (how many legs, type, colour)


Sequence by size


Order life cycle


Make animal patterns and ask children to continue them 


Draw a field and ask children to put the required number of animals in each field (use number stickers)  


Size sequencing of pets


Talk about the cost of looking after a pet. 


Measure objects using hands (like horses) 








Physical Development


Cut out farm magazine pictures to make a new farm collage. 


Pretend to be farm animals move and make noise of the animal 


Make a mini farmyard with small world


Drive a tractor around the farmyard in outdoor environment. 


Brush rabbit fur- talk about how to look after fur. 


Make a collage of pet and what food/home it would need
